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Foreword

This document sets owthat infrastructure is needed to enable the development
proposed in the North Dorset Local Plan 202026 Part 1 to be delivered, how
much it will cost and who will deliver BppendixA sets out the various categories of
infrastructure and their significance in respect of the Plan. Appendix B contains a
schedule of infrastructure currently programmed and / or needed to support new
development.

The documentwill particularly help in cordinating projects managed by different
organisations but relating to the same development and in relating larger individual
projects to the different developments which they might serve.

The hfrastructure Delivery Plawill be regularly reviewed and upted because
development and funding arrangementge likely tochange over time and so
infrastructure requirements and costsll need to be realigned.



1. Introduction

1.1 Infrastructure has been simply defined'a$e basidacilities and services needed
for the functioning of a community or sociétyTo facilities and services might be
added installations. The Planning Act 2008 st#tat infrastructureincludes

roads and other transport facilities,
flood defences,

schoos and other educational facilities,
medical facilities,

sporting and recreational facilities,
open spaces, and

affordable housing.

1.2 However, while the Planning Act 2008 places affordable housing within the
category of infrastructure, under the current Comnity Infrastructure Levy (CIL)
Regulations it is not seen as infrastructure which can be funded by the levy

1.3 The government'sarlyoverview of the Ciltook the 2008 definition of
infrastructure and gave examples of some of the facilities which the CIL could fund:
play areas, parks and green spaces, cultural and sports facilities, district heating
schemes and police stations and other community safetilifies were all
mentioned.

1.4 It may be seen, therefore, thatfrastructureconsistsof all the many elements of
the physical and social fabric and networks which support the community. Citical
infrastructure has beedescribedas the systems, networksd interrelated assets
that allow a community to function both on a day to day and on a continuing basis.
Alongside new development there must consequently be provided the appropriate
infrastructure if that development is not to have a detrimental impacttbe
community.As the Government recognises in the National Infrastructure Plan
2012, need is often difficult to predict but certain basic requirements can be
identified. Accordingly, the main purpose of this document is to set out the basic
infrastructure requirements of new development in North Dorset until 2026.

different elementscan fall into more than one category. Something like a cycle
path, for instance, cabe seen as 'grey’, in that a hard surface may be provided,
‘green,’ in that people are using a n@ar mode of transport, and 'social’, in that
manypeople cycle for pleasure as a leisure activity. Generally, though, examples of
developmentrelated infrastucture such roads, public transport, health,

education, open space and leisure facilities can be placedominantlyin one or

other category.

1.6 The former Planning Policy Statement 12 (PPSmaje it clear that Core
Strategies 'should be supported byi@ence of what physical, social and green
infrastructure is needed to enable the amount of development proposed for the
area, taking account of its type and distribution. This evidence should cover who
will provide the infrastructurend when it will be povided'.

1.7 The National Infrastructure Plan stresses the importance of infrastructure in
supporting economic development. In particular, the Figghlightstransport,
telecommunications and energy together with water and waste networks, the
latter helpingto give protection from the consequences of flooding and climate
change.

1.8 The National Planning Policy Framework (NR@fers to the provision of viable
infrastructure in supporting sustainable development. Reference is made to
'identifying and coordinahg development requirements, including the provision of
infrastructure’. The NPPERlso states that, in their Local Plans, Local Planning
Authorities should present strategic policies for the provision of infrastructure and
work towards the timely delivergf that infrastructure.

1.9 The NPPF is clear that a wide range of physical and organisational structure and
facilities is involvedfor transport, telecommunications, waste management,
water supply, wastewater, flood risk and coastal change managementhand
provision of minerals and energy (including heat); the provision of health, security,
community and cultural infrastructure and other local facilities.

1.10 Local planning authorities are expectedsiet out the strategic priorities for the
area in the Loal Plaft: 'This should include strategic policies to deliver:

9 The provision of infrastructure for transport, telecommunications, waste
management, water supply, wastewater, flood risk and coastal change
management, and the provision of minerals and endrmggluding heat); and

1 The provision of health, security, community and cultural infrastructure and

1.11 Loal Planning Authorities shouldlan positively for the development and
infrastructure required in the area to meet thabjectives, principles and policies of
this FrameworK. The NPPRlsostatesthat’'Local Planning authorities should
work with other authorities and providers to:

1 Assess the quality and capacity of infrastructure for transport, water supply,
wastewater ad its treatment, energy (including heat), telecommunications,
utilities, waste, health, social care, education, flood risk and coastal change
management, and its ability to meet forecast demands; and

1 Take account of the need for strategic infrastructureliiding nationally
significant infrastructure within their areas.’

1.12  The Infrastructure Delivery Plan (IDP) is a supporting document fdraba Plan
Part 1. It covers the plan period to 2026. The IDP will play a key role in co
ordinating the level of loal infrastructure and services so that they meet existing
and future demands.

1.13  The infrastructure planning process, in essence, involves determining what is
needed to implement thé.ocal Plan Partdnd how it is to be provided, by whom,
when and at whatost. Ideally, the provision of infrastructure and development
should be coordinated to minimise the adverse impacts of new development and
support the most sustainable form of growth. Noifforset's IDP aims to outline
the infrastructure requirements neextl to support the amount and distribution of
growth proposed in thé.ocal Plan Partdnd set out a programme for delivery.

1.14  However, while the infrastructure planning process needs to identify what
infrastructure is required, and where it should leeated, it should not become a
'wish list' of infrastructure provision that does not have a reasonable chance of
being delivered or is completely unrelated to development or is divorced from
community need.

1.15  The North Dorset DistriétVide Local PldAdid not contain any general
infrastructure policies although refereneeas made at various points to specific
schemes, such as road schemes and community facilities.

1.16  The Draft Core Stratelicontained a Section’ devoted to grey, social and green
infrastructureprovision and supporting policies. Individual projestye not

referenced; rather, the policies reflect the Council's intention to ensure the
provision of adequate and appropriate infrastructure to underpin new
development.

The public consultationn the Draft Core Strategy undertaken in 2010 produced
over 5,700 comments, of which 364 were specifically directed towards
infrastructure. Some 155 comments concerned grey infrastructure, 109 related to
social infrastructure and 100 concerned green infrastruetu

Transporation was by far the most significant element of grey infrastructure to
attract comment- over one third of infrastructure comments were directed to this.
A great many general comments were received relating to social infrastructure but
educaion and recreation/leisure were of much greater specific interest to
respondents than other social infrastructure items. In the context of green
infrastructure, there were again many general comments and once more
recreation/leisure drew most attention.

The targeted consultation exercise undertaken in October/December 2012
included a draft version of the IDP. Questions were asked about the levels of
significance assigned to the various infrastructure elements and comments were
invited on the actual elemestand any that might have been omitted. Over 300
comments and responses were received and these were very helpful in helping to
frame this revised IDP.

The majority of respondents supported the proposed categorisation of
infrastructure schemes, while a number of helpful proposals were put forward
regarding possible changes. Comments relating to inaccuracies were made as well
as various suggestions for atidnal projects to be included in the IDP.

Although the formal consultatioon the North Dorset Local Pla2011 to 2026
Part 1: Presubmission Documentyhich took place between 29 November 2013
and 24 January 201did not specifically seek views ometdraft IDP, some
commentsconcerning infrastructurevere submitted which have been taken into
account in this revision of the IDP.

1 the phasing of development;

1 funding sources; and

1 responsibilities for delivery.

This documentherefore sets out tasummarisewhat infrastructure is
required, whenthe necessary infrastructure witle put in placeywhat likely
costs are involvechow those costs will be metnd who will deliver that
infrastructure

Infrastructuresignificance or importance &so considered. This is
especially important when there are concerns about the availability of
funding, because of the unstable housing market affecting the certainty of
funding from planning gaiand becaus®f constraints on public

expenditure. It is B0 the case that while some infrastructure is required as
a result of population growth and change, some infrastructure is needed to
improvequality of life for residents and some is called for in order to
achieve sustainability objectivesastly, availale funding, both now and in
the future, is most unlikely to be available to pay for all the identified
projects, so consideration will need to be given to the ways in which choices
can be made between the different infrastructure elemenftle views
expressed in the consultatioaxerciss undertaken to datevill greatly help

the Council in this.

The future infrastructure andecessaryunding which is set out in the
infrastructure schedule will provide a significant portion of the initial
evidenceestablishing of the needfor the Community Infrastructure Levy
(CIL)It will also underpin the identification of projects to which CIL funding
can be applied and help in assigning priorities to those projects.

InfrastructureOvaview

Transportation
Road

The road network in North Dorset is dominated by smaller ro@udy 8% of the
District's roads are classified as A, about 8% of the District's roads are of B
classification, around 37% are class C and about 45% are unclassifiethjdbhe
roadsrunning throughNorth Dorset are A30, A350 and A354 while A303 and
A31**touch the District in the north and south respectively. Many of the smaller
roads such as C13 between Blandford Forum and Shaftesbary unsuitable
levels of traffic andnappropriatesizes of vehicles.

The rural nature of much of the District meamst car ownership is often
essential to avoid isolation and provide access to jobs and services, given a
notable lack of public transport in many are&y.cling facilities are slowly
improving but many rural roads are not attractive for cycling given tbe of
some of the vehicleusing them and the volumes of traffic on certain lengths.

The nationaklectricitytransmissiometwork of overhead lines and
underground cables ownedandmaintained by Naonal Grid, transmitting
electricity toregionalDistribution Network OperatorgScottish and Southern
Energy in Nott Dorset) These operators own and maintain the regional
network of lines and cables operating at 132Kv and bdtovonward

National Grid has no majenfrastructure projects planned in North Dorset or
any which might affect the District during the plan periéd present,National
Grid does not have arglectricitytransmission asseis North Dorset

Supplies to potential housing sites through thasting networkmay require
local works but are not thought to raise particular concedusGillingham, for
example, the existing primary stgbation is thought to have sufficient capacity
to cope with the proposed development to the south of the town.

Local renewables

ThelLocalPlanPart lincludesa policy aimed at encouraging the generation of
heat or electricity from renewable sources within new residential and
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commercial development in the District. A district scheme will be explored as an
element d the Strategic Site Allocation at Gillingham.

Thereare some small scale hydroelectric schemes in the District generating
modest amounts of electricity, such as those at Fiddleford Mill at Sturminster,
which generates around 50 kW, at Benjafield Farmarr@illingham, generating

up to 5.5kW, and at Peggs Farm, between Fontmell Magna and Child Okeford,
which is capable of generating up to 3.7kW.

Water

Virtually all North Dorset is supplied with water by Wessex Wakésw
properties though,are served bysembCorp (formerly Bournemouth and West
Hampshire Water) and a very few properties draw their water from private
supplies. The latter are regulated by North Dorset District Council.

There are not thought to be any current or futunater supply problemsn the
district. However, a 64km long pipeline to transfer water across North Dorset to
Salisbury to improve supplies in that aisacurrently (September 2014) being
implemented Aswell as construction of the pipeline across the district, the
schemeincludesthe construction of a storage tank at Snowsdown near the
entrance to Blandford Camp and a pumping station at Pimperne.

In addition, Waesex Watehaspointed out that there islimited capacity in the
existing local water supply netwosk Gillinghanto serve theproposed
developmentto the south of the town

Telecommunications

Theavailability of broadbandhternet accessn North Dorset is inconsistent
across the District. Whilparts of the Districenjoy relatively higlinternet
connection speedsn many partsnternet availabilityis very limitedIn fact,
some places have no broadband access.

Drainage
Water

The Rrer Stour and itsnanytributaries drain much of North Dorsdborset
County Council is théead Local Flood Authtyi, coordinating drainage issues
in the Districtwhich aredealt with by the Environment Agencgounty Council
and District Council.

Flooding

Sections of the rivers in North Dorsstich as théRiversSour andLodden and
ShreenWater, are prone to flood in times of high @rolongedrainfall, but
flooding may be experienced in parts of the District due to flooding from
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groundwater or springs as well. This type of flooding must also be borne in mind
when development is being considered.

service.

Given the likely development which will take place during the plan period, the
Council has identified meed for anumber ofnew primary schots and other

In Gillingham it is also proposed to provide a new two form entry primary
school as part of thproposed development to the south dii¢ town.The
Education Authority also revised their projections for Shafteslaumy
Sturminster Newtonn 2014, such thato accommodate the growth now
forecast new two form entry primary schoshrerequired in thesetowns. In
the case of Sturminster Naan, the new primary school would replace the
existing William Barnes School.

As well as the state funded primary school®liorth Dorset a number of
independent schooltake children of primary school ag&heseanclude Port
Regis Preparatory School, Motcombed Knighton House School, Durweston.

Secondary

Development in the market towns will lead to an increased demand for
additional secondary school places. This will largely be met by extensions to The
Gillingham SchoglShaftesbunychool, and Sturminster Newton High School.

Bournemouth and Poole Collegihe District also has strong links with Kingston
Maurward College, an agricultural college based in Dorchgstach provides
subsidised transport for a significant number of students in the area.

North Dorset suffers through poor provision of adult education learning
opportunities. Community learning facilities that were previously supported

Education Centre, which offers a rangevotational and general interest
courses.

3.47 InShaftesbury, the Westinster Memorial Hospital offers nurse led services
assessing and treating a range of minor injuries and illness for adults and
children.

Pharmacies

3.52  The Pharmaceutical Needs Assessment (PNA) published iff 20a ktatement
of the needs othe population of the area in relation to pharmaceutical
servicesThe PNAdentifies11 pharmaciesand4 dispensing medicgremisesn
North Dorset.The PNA states that North Dorgsturrentlywell served in terms
of pharmaceutical services, espegiaince increased capacity for
pharmaceutical services has been created in Gillingham with the opening of a
third pharmacy in the town early in 2009.

3.53  The PNA identifies the difficulties faced by many residents in the paud of
North Dorset because @oor transport and access. To help tackle these
problems, 11 pharmacies offer prescription collection and 10 offer home
delivery services. All the dispensing practices make arrangements for delivery to
housebound patients while one practice has a delivagvice that covers a
radius of 25 miles. The other two practices have arrangements with local
pharmacies and one has collection available at a village post office.

3.54  Although pharmaceutical services in the district is good at present and there are
no current gaps, with adequate numbers and spatial distribution, the PNA is
clear that the capacity and capability of existing pharmacies must be kept under
review as development take plaemd as the population becomes more elderly
The PNA also expresses the view that increased provision of pharmacy
enhanced services in Sturminster Newton would result in improvements and
better access to services.

3.56 The fire and rescue service for North Dorseirsvidedby Dorset Fire and
RescueStations are located in Blandford, Gillingham, Sturminster Newton and
Shdtesbury. Al are operated on a 'retained basis:€. fire officers live and work
in the immediate area and are summoned in case of an incidéhere are
currently no plans to increase or reduce the number of fire stations in North
Dorset.Neverthelessdevelopment at Gillingham may eventually necessitate
extension of thel 2 & fr&€sation.

Ambulance

3.57  South Western AmbulanceervicesNHSFoundationTrust currently provides
ambulanceserviceghroughout NorthDorset However it is currently pursuing
a partnershipwith Great Western Ambulance ServidéslSFoundationTrustto
create an organisation which will service the whole of South West England.

3.58 In addition, the Dorset and Somerset Air Ambulance operates within Dorset.
The Air Ambulance does not receigovernment funding and is totally
dependent on voluntary donations.

North Dorset haéimited facilities offering permanerfacilitiesfor music and
performing arts. The Exchange in Sturmindexton isa multipurpose
buildingwhichfunctions as an arts centi@s well as a focus f@ommunity and
leisureactivities involvingnusic, cinemand theatre Shaftesbury Arts Centre is
a local focus for cinema, theatre and music and offers facilitieadtvities

such agrafts exhibitions as well as for specific events.

Blandford is currently not well served with arts facilitielawever, Tie Fording
Point project in Blandford aims to provida arts centre irBlandford which
would incorporatetheatre, cinemaand otherfacilitiesin the town centre.

Museums

North Dorset currently has a number of small local museums. The Blandford
Museum exhibi cover prehistoric and historic periods with exhibits on
archaeology, Roman occupation, Georgian and Victorian life and Blandford
during the war years.

The museum in Gillingham is centred on the founding and growth of the town,
the immediate parishes anitheir people.

The Shaftesbury Abbey Museum contains exhibits relating to the Benedictine
Abbey which stood on the site while the Shaftesbury Town (Gold Hill) Museum
reflects local life and history through artefacts, costume, tools, domestic items
and so on

3.72  The County Museum in Dorchester holds archaeological, geological and other
collectionswhich include items from, and relating to, North Dorset.

3.73  While all recreation facilities provide opportunities for social interaction, indoor
facilities often have elements such as refreshment andhgjeireaswhich

3.74  Facilities for active recreation embrace formal and informal indecreation
across the District tentb be locatedin the mainsettlements.There are,
however, ruraffacilities(such as outreach youth clubs based in village halls
which provide some recreational opportunities outside the main settlements

3.75 There are three indoor leisure centrestire District, atBlandford, Gillingham
and Sturminster NewtonTheformer is managedby aTrust while the latter two
aremanaged by the local communityhey albffer local resident&’
opportunitiesto participate in formal and informal indooecreation and sport,
rangng from recreational swimming to exercise classed fivea-side football
A number of clubs are based at the leisure centres, such as the North Dorset
Junior Netball Club at Blandfoeshd Marnhull and Gillingham Badminton Club
uses facilities at Gillingim's leisure centre.

3.78 The District's leisure centres providgormal facilities for sport and recreation
as well as formal facilitietn addition, and of particular importanceyformal
facilities are alsprovided bycommunity and church halls, where the social
element is an important featuref a wide rangeof sportand recreation
gatherings.

3.79  The District's manyiNage and church hallsrovidefacilitiesfor activities as
different as for instance art andpaintinggroups andshort mat indoor bowling
The latter useshe village hall at Hazelbury Bryawhile Milborne St Andrew
village hall provides facilities for the Milborne Players amateur dramatics group
and is also the meeting place for local archers, badminton players and sequence
dancersChild Okeford Table Tennis Club plays in the village hall dt Chil
Okeford. There are many other examples of such informal indoor facilities
being used in the District.

Community
Assembly

3.80  Public facilities such as community halls and places of woaiigh may have
their own halland/or meeting roomprovide towns neighbourhoods and
villages with a venue for social interactidviost notably, The Exchange
SturminsterNewtonis a community centre, arts and learning centre that offers
significantscopefor community, leisure and entertainment activities. Its
continued success important not only to the towrbut as a entertainment
venue for thewhole District

3.81 In Blandford, theCornExchange offersomecommunityfacilitiesbut will
require refurbishment to cater for the anticipated growth of the town.

3.82  During theplan period thee are prospects for the provision of community halls
in Gillingham and Shaftesbury to provide facilities which are largely absent at
present andwhich will be needed to cater fduture growth.

3.83 Inthe rural areas, a number of villages hénadls which are in need of
replacement, extension or refurbishment to bring them up to modern standards
while some have no facilities at all to meet their needs.

3.84 The District has many churches and other places of worship serving a wide
rangeof religionsandfaiths. The vast majority of these are within settlements
although some, such &t Thomas Beckehurch atPulham virtually sit in
countryside Other locations include the Hindu temple at Blandford Camp,
which primarily serves Ghurkha soldiers stagd at Blandford and their
families.

Funerary land
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There are irexcess of 60 cemeteries, chuyends and buriagjroundsin North
Dorset. While they make an important contribution to the District's general
open and green space portfolio as well as contribgto wildlife conservation
and biodiversity, their primary purpose is to provide a 'final resting place'. It is
in thislatter context that they are included here.

Tourism

It is not always possible to distinguish the facilities and resources which are
provided for, and available to, the local community on a-ttagay basis from
those which attract visitors and tourists. Many visitors come to North Dorset to
see its attractie towns, villages and scenery and enjoy the tranquillity of the
countryside.

Dorset County Council employs Countryside Rangers who work with the District
Council to manage projects such as the Trailway and sites such as the Milldown
at Blandford for thebenefit of residents and visitors alike. The Rangers maintain
and manage fourteen Council sites for wildlife and public recreation.

There are Tourist Information Centres serving Blandford Forum, Shaftesbury
and Sturminster Newton. Gillingham is coveredliy Centres in Sturminster
Newton and Shaftesbury. The Centre in Blandford Forum is operated by
volunteers, while the Centres in Sturminster Newton and Shaftesbury are
operated by SturQuest, the local community group, and the Shaftesbury and
District Toursm Association respectively.

Sportand RecreationOutdoor)
Sport

The District has in excess180outdoor sports playing pitches, of which the
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great majority have secure public d&eRecreatiorgrounds in North Dorset
with sports pitchesnclude HardingLanein Gillingham Park Roadnd
Larksmead, Blandford, together with the War Memorial RecogaGround at
Sturminster NewtonPitches are generally for football, cricket and rugby but
there are six grass hockey pitches

While facilities in the rurgbarts of the District are more limited, Stalbridge has
a playing ield ofabout 4 hectares witlone full size and one junior football
pitch, one cricket pitch and an 'all weather' playing surface which provides
facilities for tennis.

Numerouspitches aremaintained and managed by sports clubsmeof which
have apositiveapproach to use by the general public.

Sports such agolf, tennis, bowls and basketbaietball do not require pitches

but nevertheless requirsuitableplaying areas if they are noupsued

informally. The majority of formal outdoor recreational facilities are privately
owned, such as the variog®If courses antdowling clubs' greens in the
District.Nevertheless, mny have normember accessuch asShaftesbury
Community Tennis Clutxhich offers club membership at various levels but also
allows courts to be booked on a 'pay and play' basislGillinghamGolf Club
which has arrangements in place for visitors to play.

Some facilities are run on a wholly commercial bastkets are available for
various period of time for the fishing lakes at Todber Manor, Todber, for
instance.

Other ports mayrequire a particular type afon-pitch facility. An obvious
example is agling, which requires areas of water, aparagliding, where land
formation is crucial fotake-off.

Active Recreation

Formal facilities are generally requiréat organised activities/hich often

Facilities suclas skate parkarefound on larger agas of landsuch as that at
Baton Hill in Shaftesburyas well aon smaller sitessuch aghe skate park at
StourMeadows Blandford,providingopportunities forinformal outdoor
recreation.

In fact, nformal outdoorrecreation, such as walking and bird watching, may
require noactualfacilities at allalthough the provision of car parks and toilets
can make a positive conlrution towards the enjoyment of those activitieEhe
many public footpaths and bridleways in tBéstrict, including the Trailway,
provide the basis of informal outdooecreationwhile lacking to a large extent
any actual facilities.

The provision of altments across the District is somewhat uneven. Generally,
there are waiting listfor available allotments, demonstrating a current need for
additional provision, apart from any additional provision to meet future growth
in North Dorset. At Chinnocks uBninster Newton, the site is run on the basis
of kitchen garden plots, providing for demand for smaller areas of land for
cultivation.

In the District's main towns, informal open space is a valuable asset to the
community. Town Meadows in Gillinghamas example of open space which
can be used informally for a variety of activities. It is currently the focus of a
town centre regeneration project set to make it a focal point for the town as
well as opening up a view of the river from the meadow and crgagipark like
aspect with benches and grassed areas.

Gillinghamalso has Chantry Fields as another, smaller, area of informal open
space and the riverside open space at Rolls Bridge is another open space asset
although these siteare morerestricted as ¢ their recreational potential.
Similarly the Milldown in Blandforencompassea large area of informal open
spaceas doesStour Meadows, also at Blandford Forum, but these have
restricted potential for informal recreation as they embrace nature reserves

Shaftesbury'€astle Hill is another informal open space within which a nature
reserve adds to the value of the open space.

3.107 There is significant variation in the qualégd ambience (setting)f current
provision The last audit carried oGf showed that in terms ofjuality, only one
site wasrated 'excellent’ while 40% were 'below average' or '‘poor’, the
remainder being 'good’ or ‘average'.

Community Space

3.108 The provision of amenity open space witlaind adjoiningresidential areas not
only enhanceshe visualquality of the aredut also, impatantly, provides
accessible space for social interaction close to hdviemny amenity open
spaces also provide informal recreational opportunities. The Milldown at
Blandford Forum is a good example of a larger area where many ¢ypes
informalrecreationalactivities can be accommodated within an area of open
space which has high amenity and wildlife value.

3.109 A number of areas of amenity open space in North Dorset's villages may be seen
as village greer§ such as at Milton Alms andWinterborne Sickland by virtue
of their locationwithin the settlement.They sometimes provide a focus for the
settlement but in themselves are essentially amgmipen spacgindeed,
Ashmore village green is largely taken up by the pond.

3.110 The concept of a central green space may belamentin future housing
development

3.111 There are no parks in the District with open public access which offer
opportunities for recreational and play activities. There are some landscaped
parks in North Dorsdbut public access is very limited. A number of private
schools have extensive park land, such as the II* Listed Gradafplstikon
Abbey School, wher€apability Brown landscapéide park in 1763 and created
alake onthe site ofthe former village and BryanstonSchool at Blandford, but
there is no general public access to such parks other than by a few public
footpaths across the land.

3.112 A number of private gardens are open to the public on a restricted basis, such
as the garden which surrounds the Olddiry at Pulham and lvy Cottage
Garden at Lower Ansty. Others allow public access under the National Gardens

3.114 Natural space can be found in batlral and urban situationgNorth Dorset
embracesa great deal ohatural spacefrom the wide open downlandat
Fontmell to theintimate local space of Angus Wood at Blandford Forum, a
Woodland Trust wood.

3.115 TheMilldown at Blandford Forum is a 15ha site on the edge of the tdtia a
mixedarea of woodland, downland, grass land and scrub whose value has been
recognised in its Site of Nature Conservation Interest stdteas also been
awarded a Green FI&tjn recognition of its qualitys has Stour Meadowa,
contrasting areavhichhas amixture of riverside vegetation, grassland, mature
trees and a pond, which create a refuge for wildlife.

3.116 Castle Hill in Shaftesbury is an important site for wildifghin easy walking
distance of Shaftesbury town centre. A variety of habitats including grassy
slopes, wetland areas and well developed woodland. As well as being a
Scheduled Monument with great archaeological value, Castle Hill is ef Site
Nature Conservatiorinterest designated by Dorset Wildlife Trust.

3.117 The District has number ofnature reserves across its area, including Ashley
Wood nearTarrantKeyneston, Fontmell Down east of A350 and, unusually,
Broad Oak Orchard south 8furminsterNewton,all managedoy Dorset
Wildlife Trust.Other reserves includé&/oolland Hilland Butts PondLocalNature
Reserve aSturminster Newton, owned and dealt with by the Town Council.

3.118 Green corridors are not only routes along which wildlife can move from one
area to another but also provide opportunities to create sustainable travel
networks.In North Dorsethey include river banks, along whiotanyparts of
the StourValleyWay run, asused rail corridors, which the Norborset
Trailway utilises, anthany rural rights of way.

3.119 While green corridors are generally regarded as part of the overall green

The amount and location of development promoted through tioeal Plan Part

reviewed.

While the bestand fullestinformation that is currently available is used in this
documen, such information may well change over time. General and specific
circumstancesnayalso change and new information will become available.

catered for at a later date. As a result of all these considerations, the IDP will be
regularly reviewed and updated to ensure that changes are fully taken into
account and their impact managed.
